CONSTRUCTION PLANS – ENVIRONMENTAL
GENERAL COMMENTS
1. Please note that the CBMP estimate will be reviewed with the Grading Permit after all CBMP comments have been addressed and the site plan is near approval.
· Noted.

2. Include within the plan set all the town’s 31 CBMP Notes & Details, even those not currently proposed on the CBMP plans. Details still noted as missing.
· All 31 CBMP Notes & Details have been added to the Construction Document set.  C4.2-C4.11.

3. The CBMP “GEN NOTES” sheets are included twice, please remove sheet C4.2.
· One set of the General Notes have been removed from the CBMP Notes and Details so only one set remains.  C4.2.

4. Please use the inlet protection types and styles provided in the Town’s standard details in lieu of the CS and TTM currently called out.
· The CS and TTM labels have been removed and replaced with an IPCOS label.    C4.0, C4.1.

5. Provide both existing and proposed flow arrows within the limits of the site.
· Existing and proposed slope arrows have been added to the CBMP plans within the limits of the site.  C4.0, C4.1.

6. Please label all slopes that are 4:1 or greater. There appears to be an area in the northeast corner of the site which meets or exceeds a 4:1 slope. Please note that Erosion Control Blanket is required anywhere exceeding a 4:1 slope.
· Multiple slope labels have been added to the Grading Plan to show the slope in the northeast corner of the site and along the southern border of the site.  C2.1.
· Erosion Control Blankets have been added to the northeast corner of the site.  C4.1.

INITIAL CBMP PLANS
7. Shift the construction dumpster approximately 40’ north and place two rock socks in the curb between the dumpster and inlet. The dumpster was slightly moved, but not by the requested amount and no rock socks have been added.
· The dumpster has been shifted approximately 40’ north and two rock socks have been placed between the dumpster and the existing inlet.  C4.0.

8. Concrete Washout (CWA) should be included on the Initial Plan.
· The concrete washout area is now included on the initial plan.  C4.0.

9. Stabilized Staging Area (SSA) should be included on the Initial Plan. Please also consider relocating the SSA to connect with the Vehicle Tracking Control (VTC).
· The stabilized staging area has been included on the initial plan, and the SSA has been relocated to connect with the Vehicle Tracking Control (VTC).  C4.0.

10. Provide Masonry Work Protection (MWP).
· Masonry Work Protection (MWP) has been added to both the initial and interim/final erosion control plans.  C4.0.

INTERIM/FINAL CBMP PLANS
11. Provide the seeding, mulching, crimping (SMC) label and hatch in all proposed landscaped areas.
· SMC labels and hatch have been added to all landscaped areas.  C4.1.

12. Provide and identify surface roughening for all areas with SMC.
· Surface roughening has been added for all areas with SMC.  C4.1.

13. Label proposed contours.
· Proposed Contours have been added to both the initial and interim/final CBMP plans.  C4.0, C4.1.

CONSTRUCTION PLANS – STORMWATER
1. Please show and label the Parker and Pine subdivision’s drainage easement. If the proposed Type R inlet falls outside of this easement, please provide a new drainage easement to the necessary extents.
· The Parker and Pine Subdivision’s 25’ drainage easement is showing and labeled on the CD Grading Plan.  C2.0.

2. Provide the minor storm’s HGL on the profile as well.
· The HGL for the minor storm has been included on the profile as well.  C2.0.

SITE PLAN – STORMWATER
1. Please show and label the Parker and Pine subdivision’s drainage easement. If the proposed Type R inlet falls outside of this easement, please provide a new drainage easement to the necessary extents.
· The Parker and Pine Subdivision’s 25’ drainage easement has been labeled on the Site Plan Grading Plan.  C2.0.
DRAINAGE REPORT
1. Show the proposed Type R inlet on the drainage map. The drainage map still shows the existing manhole structure.
· The 10’ Type R inlet is now showing on the drainage map and the existing manhole structure is no longer showing.  5/7/2021 Drainage Conformance Letter, p. 16/23.

2. Please reassess the drainage map delineations. They currently appear to be delineated by impervious area type rather than flow path with a weighted impervious average. Please coordinate with Town Staff if unclear on how to resolve. Please also note that any areas outside of the site boundary should be delineated as Offsite (OS) basins and even the basins which discharge offsite within the site boundaries must be delineated and quantified.
· The drainage basins have been redrawn conversations with the Town of Parker. The basins are now broken up by the finished grade and weighted with impervious averages.  P. 16/23.
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
