RE: Tree Survey and Assessment: 11964 Dransfeldt Road

Dear M. Ryanne Sass:

Thank you for the opportunity to provide an assessment of the trees at the development site at 11964 Dransfeldt Road in Parker, Colorado. On July 05, 2022, I inventoried the size, species and condition and confirmed or marked the approximate location of 64 trees on an aerial image of the site. I appraised the trees using the trunk formula method developed by the Council of Tree and Landscape Appraisers Guide for Plant Appraisal 9th Edition and supplemented with regional information from the Species Rating and Appraisal Factors Guide, 2011, published by the Rocky Mountain Chapter of the International Society of Arboriculture (ISARMC). I also identified and estimated the square footage of three shrub thickets which are included in the tree and shrub conservation and replacement requirements found in Section 13.10.110 of the Parker development code. Replacement costs for the shrub thickets were calculated using average wholesale prices for # 5 container plants at five foot on center spacing. Estimating tree and shrub value is subjective: I can discuss and support my ratings for species, condition and location with Town of Parker representatives as needed.   

The trunk formula method is used to appraise the monetary value of trees considered too large to replace with nursery grown or field dug trees. The basic value of a tree is based on the installed cost of the largest commonly available transplantable tree plus the increase in value due to the larger size of the tree being appraised. This value is then depreciated based on the species, condition and location of the appraised trees. Species rating is from the ISARMC guide, location is based on a combination of the site, the placement of the trees on the site and the contribution the trees make to the site benefits accrued. My condition ratings range from Dead (0 – 10%), Poor (11% - 35%), Fair (36% - 65%), Good (66% - 89%) and Excellent (90% - 100%) and consider the structure and health of the roots, trunk, scaffold branches, secondary branches and twigs and the foliage and buds.  
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Twenty-seven trees rated in Good condition, ten of which are potential candidates for Preserving and Protecting (Trees # 2, 3, 4, 5, 8, 9, 10, 12, 13, and 14). One nice pinion pine (Tree # 26) is a good candidate for transplanting/re-locating on site. Four tallied trees are dead and at least 10 other trees are dead but were not assessed. The estimated value of all trees assessed totals just over $ 180,350 primarily due to the large size of the older cottonwoods and pine trees.

I have attached the tree assessment spreadsheet that indicates the size, species and condition of each stem assessed and the estimated value. Also attached is the sketch showing the approximate locations of the 61 trees and three shrub thickets inventoried. If you choose to preserve and protect the ten trees along the drive, a tree protection plan and fencing is likely required. Successfully transplanting the pinion pine is best done with a mechanical tree spade capable of digging and transporting a 50” minimum diameter root ball.
