This is a brief narrative of the site plan changes made to the Cobblestone Car Wash located at 9572 Twenty Mile Rd in Parker.
1. Because of extreme grade differences between our site and the North adjacent property, it was necessary to install a 28” high retaining wall running 36 feet along side of the entry stations. Please see the uploaded pictures.

2. The original/approved vacuum canopies were designed with a fabric cover intended for a milder climate. Cobblestone changed the covers to a metal cover with the ability to withstand the harsher climate and snow loads. This was also intended to eliminate maintenance issues and to keep the site looking presentable. The original/approved canopies over the entrance gates were also changed to match the revised vacuum stall covers. The Parker Building Department has reviewed the design of the revised arches and covers, and has approved pending Planning approval. Please see the uploaded pictures.

3. The lighting used on the revised canopy design is the same lighting package originally submitted and approved for the previous canopy design. The same lights will be mounted on the underside of the revised canopies. The Photometric plans are include with the previously approved Site Plan Design, drawings have been uploaded. 

4. Because of grade differences between our site and the South adjacent property including retaining wall, we worked with the Parker Engineering Department to come up with an acceptable solution. It was agreed that we could fill in the designed “trench” and feather out the grades to the adjacent elevations. This will also allow us to place the landscaping as designed in this area.

5. Concrete equipment pads and trash can pads were added next to the vacuum stalls, placed in the landscape area. The uploaded revise Site Plan shows the placement. A total of 2 equipment pads (4’x5’ and 17’x4’) and 21 trash can pads (2’-0”x2’-0”) were placed. Please see the uploaded pictures.

6. The required total landscape area for the site is 12,091 SF and we are providing 38,246 SF. The required parking area landscape is 4,536 SF and we are providing 5,648 SF. The added concrete pads total 144 SF of additional paving area. In taking this total paved area out of the total provided landscape area, we are still in compliance. 

7. Screening of the vacuum equipment placed in the landscaping area next to the vacuum stalls, will require screening. We are offering two options to satisfy the screening requirements:
1. To wrap the exposed equipment in a decorative vinyl wrap, similar to what the Town of Parker uses to screen various utility boxes/equipment around the area.
2. To screen the exposed equipment with decorative metal panels set on a metal frame.
We are waiting on providing/installing the screening  as we would like to know which of the options the City thinks would work best for this application. Once that is determined we can start on getting the screening completed.
