This site is located west of Chambers Road, south of E-470, and north of the Grandview Estates subdivision.  Filing 2 Amendment 1 refers to Phase 2 which encompasses the southeast portion of the site.   Based on our review we have the following comments:

Traffic and Roadway Review Comments

The following comments concern traffic, access, roadway design, and construction standard issues for the subject property.  They are based upon our review of the submittal documents in accordance with the criteria presented in the Town of Parker’s Roadway Design and Construction Criteria Manual (RDCCM), as revised, July 2015.  Additional regulatory and planning documents may have been utilized in the review, and are referenced in the comments where appropriate.

Minor comments have been redlined in the accompanying set but excluded from the comments below.

General Comments
1.  On future submittals, please include a landscape plan.  Ensure no trees or landscape above two feet is placed within the sight triangles and that no trees are placed within seven feet of any storm sewer pipe.  

2.  Revise Note 8 on the Final Plat as shown below:

“Public access easements are hereby dedicated as shown on this plat and across Tracts B, C, D, E, F, G, H, I, and K for the purposes of ingress and egress of vehicles, including emergency vehicles, pedestrians and bicycles.  The underlying property owner or assigns is responsible for the maintenance of the easement area.”


Construction Documents

3.  On future submittals, include curb radii on the intersection details sheets.

Stormwater Review Comments

The following comments concern drainage, erosion and sediment control, and non-point source pollution control issues for the subject property.  They are based upon our review of the submittal documents against the criteria presented in the Town of Parker’s, Storm Drainage and Environmental Criteria Manual (SDECM), as revised, February, 2014.  Additional regulatory and planning documents were utilized in the review, and are referenced in the comments where appropriate.

Final Drainage Report

4.  On future submittals, please include the “Inlet Management” sheet from the Urban Drainage Street and Inlet Hydraulics workbook.  

Storm Drainage Plan and Profiles

5.  It would appear some of the roads are not in compliance with Town specifications regarding maximum allowable gutter capacity (Storm Drainage and Environmental Criteria Manual, Table 6.1).  Please revisit these areas.   

Erosion and Sediment Control Plans

[bookmark: _GoBack]6.  On future submittals, include CBMP’s on the construction plans.


The submittal is not in general conformance with the Town of Parker’s Roadway Design and Construction Criteria Manual and Storm Drainage and Environmental Criteria Manual.  The submittal must be revised and re-submitted for review.  All submittals should be through the Town Community Development Department, accompanied by a letter that responds to each comment herein.  Direct submittals to the Engineering Department will not be accepted. 

An attempt has been made to identify all of the items that do not meet the Town of Parker’s design criteria; however, it remains the developer’s responsibility to ensure that all criteria are met.
